


REFUND FOR PARTIAL WITHDRAWAL: Students who
do not completely withdraw from the college, but drop a
class during the regular drop/add period will be refunded
the difference in tuition paid and the tuition rate applicable
to the reduced number of hours, including fees appropriate
to the classes dropped. Refund for partial withdrawal will
be processed after the drop/add period. There is no refund
owed to a student who partially withdraws after the official
drop/add period.

REFUND FOR ONLINE COURSE: Arefund request for an
online course will be calculated the same as any other
course.

ADMINISTRATIVE FEE: An administrative fee not to
exceed five percent (5%) of tuition and other institutional
charges or $100, whichever is smaller, will be assessed for
each withdrawal within the period beginning the first day of
class and ending at the end of the third week of class.

TECHNOLOGY AND FACILITY RENEWAL FEES: A
technology fee of $9 and a facility renewal fee of $9 will be
assessed for each credit hour as listed in the fee schedule.

BEFORE REGISTERING FOR AN ONLINE OR HYBRID
COURSE: Online courses are taught via the internet.
Hybrid courses include a combination of on-campus and
online instruction. Days and times are listed for the on-
campus portion of instruction for the Hybrid courses; other
activities will take place online. Students must have a
computer with access to the internet and the appropriate
software. Visit our website at www.bscconline.org and
click on Technical Requirements to see if your computer
meets the requirements. Click on Browser Test to see if
your browser meets the specifications. Click on Demo
Course to find a description of the tools available in a
typical course. If you have a question, click on Inquiry, fill
in the required information and submit your question. If your
computer or browser does not meet the specifications,
contact your advisor before registering for an online course.

DROP/ADD ONLINE: Students may drop and add classes
online. After completing your schedule and paying or
receipting charges, you may drop or add classes for the
Summer Term 2009, from April 18, 2009, through May
27, 2009. On-campus drop and add for the Summer Term
2009 will still be available during the regular drop/add
period of May 26-27, 2009. Students MUST go through the
regular withdrawal process on campus to completely
withdraw from school.

AMBASSADORS CLASS: Bishop State offers a course for
students who wish to become Ambassadors for the
College. This course provides training and experience
in leadership techniques. Students serve in leadership
positions and act as Hosts/Hostesses and Recruiters for
the College and other college-related functions. Applicants
must have a minimum grade point average of 2.0 and must
complete an interview process before selected members of
the Student Activities Committee. Those selected for the
class will earn one credit hour, and receive special
incentives from the College for their participation.

BISHOP STATE CAMPUS E-mail:

If you are a registered student at Bishop State, a full-time
instructor or a part-time instructor, we have assigned an
e-mail address to you. You can send and receive e-mail
using this address from any Internet browser in the world.
* To access the campus e-mail system, open your Internet
browser (Internet Explorer) and type mail.bishop.edu into
the address line.

* To login to the campus e-mail system, type your account
name at the Name prompt. Your account name is the part
of the campus e-mail address to the left of “bishop.edu.”
Your password will be the 6-digit PIN that you use to access
the BORIS system (your date of birth MMDDYY, unless you
have changed it). After you login, please change your
password. If you are not sure of your e-mail address or
cannot access your account, call the Computer Center at
405-7070.

* To get your e-mail address, login to the BORIS system
at www.bishop.edu. Click on Log In to BORIS, then
login with your student number and PIN. Select the
View My Information link. Your campus e-mail address will
be displayed on that page. Your campus e-mail address will
also be printed on the student schedule after the heading
Campus E-mail.

* If you register for an online class, you MUST use the
Bishop State e-mail address for class correspondence and
to receive your online course login and password (i.e., your
Welcome message).

RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF STUDENTS
ENROLLED IN DISTANCE EDUCATION (ONLINE OR
HYBRID) COURSES:

1. Itis highly recommended that students taking distance
education courses have a computer and Internet access
in their homes. The lack of Internet access and/or the
presence of technical difficulties do not constitute an
excuse for work to be accepted late. It is each student’s
responsibility to ensure that he/she has reliable Internet
access.

2. Distance Education courses will be governed by the
same rules that apply to on campus courses, unless
stated otherwise. These policies may be found in the
Bishop State Community College Catalog and the
Student Handbook.

3. Students have the right to adequate contact with their
assigned instructor; they have the right to comparable
instruction, resources and materials; and they have the
right to question the policies and procedures of their
respective instructor. Distance education students shall
also have access to the Student Handbook, Bishop State
Community College Catalog, the library, registration,
tuition payment, computer labs, administration services,
counseling, financial aid and the bookstore.

4. Students taking distance education courses must use
the e-mail address provided to them by Bishop State
Community College. While using BSCC’s e-mail system
or eCollege, messages intercepted or received by
individuals other than the intended recipient are not the
responsibility of Bishop State Community College.

5. All posted dates related to College activities
(registration, drop/add, etc.) are applicable to both
distance education and on-campus courses. Therefore,
all refund and payment deadlines are applicable to both
distance education and on-campus courses.

6. All distance education courses begin on the first day of
each term. Students should log into their courses as of
the first day of class. Instructions for logging in are sent to
each student’s e-mail account. Students who enroll for a
distance education course who don’t receive this e-mail
should request their login information by sending an
e-mail to info@bishop.edu.

7. Students who fail to log in to their course by the first
attendance verification period (which is usually within the
first 2 weeks of the term), will be turned in as “No-shows”
and may be dropped from the course. The financial aid
status of these students may be affected if they are turned
in as a “No-show.”

8. Courses that do not receive adequate enroliment
numbers may be removed from the listing of course
offerings.

9. Students will be held to the requirements posted in
each instructor’s syllabus.

10. There may be requirements for students to physically
appear on campus for either labs and/or examinations.
Students in hybrid courses must meet on campus during
these times (e.g., lab times) throughout the term in order
to successfully complete these courses. If a student
cannot appear on campus for an exam meeting because
of distance constraints, it is up to that student to procure
the services of a proctor. When using a proctor, each
student must obtain prior permission of his/her instructor
to use that requested individual as a proctor. Proctor
qualifications are outlined on the Proctor Reference form
which may be obtained through the Center for Teaching
and Learning. All costs (if any) associated with the
procurement of a proctor are the responsibility of each
student.

11. Bishop State Community College does not guarantee
personal Internet access or computer use to distance
learning students. The College does maintain computer
labs with set hours of operation that are open to
all students. The College also does not incur any
responsibility for the loss of use of a student’s personal
computer through any mishaps or misfortune.

12. Certain online courses may require additional
software and/or materials. These additional requirements
will be posted in the syllabus, and it is the responsibility of
the student to obtain these materials in a timely fashion.

13. Using your provided user name and password serves
as an acknowledgement that you have read these policies
and procedures and that you agree to abide by them.

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COMPASS TEST

The Alabama State Board of Education requires all entering students who enroll for more than four credit hours or eight weekly contact
hours per semester to be assessed using the COMPASS Computerized Placement Test. The COMPASS results are used to determine
student placement in English, reading and mathematics courses. Scheduled placement test dates and times are listed below. Students
should schedule a testing appointment by calling the appropriate campus number. Be prepared to test for approximately three hours.
DO NOT BRING CHILDREN! Photo identification is required. Bring a pencil with you. You may also bring a simple calculator. Because
of limited seating in the testing sessions, students are encouraged to take the placement test at their earliest convenience.

COMPASS RETEST POLICY

Students may retest only at the mid-term or end of the first semester of their enroliment in developmental courses. Acceptable reasons
for retesting include: 1) attempting to improve scores for higher course placement; 2) never having enrolled in English, reading or
mathematics courses; and 3) having taken the COMPASS test or any other assessment over three years ago. The retesting fee is $8.00
per component. Fees must be paid in the Business Office on the Main Campus prior to retesting. You must have your receipt in order to
retest.

ASSESSMENT TESTING (FREE)

« To enroll in the Bishop State Adult Basic Education Program,
all individuals must take the TABE Assessment Test.

» The TABE Assessment is given to determine a student’s
grade level prior to enrolling in Adult Basic Education
Classes.

» This assessment process usually takes between 4 to 5
hours.

« Students must have a photo I.D. to enroll.

ASSESSMENT PROCEDURE

» Assessment Testing will be held at the Bishop State
Carver Campus located at 414 Stanton Street.

« Testing is held Mondays and Thursdays only (20 openings
available).

* Intake Process begins at 6:00 a.m. Intake numbers are
distributed at the rear gate of the campus and are required
for testing.

* Testing begins at 7:30 a.m.

* No appointments are accepted. They are available on a
first come, first served basis.

GED TESTING ($50) The Bishop State Community
College Adult Basic Education Program is a comprehensive
educational program aimed at preparing adults age 16 and
over for the American Council of Education’s GED Tests.

» The GED Tests cover the academic knowledge and skills
learned in four years of high school: reading, writing, social
studies, science and mathematics.

* The goal of the Bishop State Adult Education Program is
to successfully prepare students for the GED Tests through
instruction in math, language and reading.

* GED Tests are given on Tuesdays and Wednesdays of
each week at the Bishop State Carver Campus.

* The cost of the GED Test is $50.00. This fee must be paid
before the test can be scheduled.

« Individuals must also present a valid Alabama government
I.D. when scheduling the test.

* No tests are scheduled by phone.

* All 16 & 17 year olds must have permission from a parent
or guardian and a letter of withdrawal from the last school
they attended to take the GED Tests.

« GED Transcript fee - $10.00 per copy. All transcript
requests must be made in person with a valid I.D.

* All fees should be paid by money order. No personal
checks are accepted.

NURSING

The minimum admissions standards for the Associate
Degree Nursing Program and the Practical Nursing
Program include: 1) unconditional admission to the college;
2) receipt of completed application for the Associate Degree
Nursing Program or Practical Nursing Program by March 1
for Summer Term admission to NUR200, by June 1 for Fall
Semester admission, and by October 1 for Spring
Semester admission.; 3) a minimum of 2.50 cumulative
QPA for students with previous college work; 4) a minimum
of 2.50 high school GPA for students without prior college
work — GED accepted in lieu of high school transcript; 5)
eligibility for ENG101 and MTH116 as determined by
college policy, and completion of BIO103 or achievement of
a passing score on the ACS approved placement exam; 6)
good standing with the College and 7) meeting essential
functions or technical standards required for nursing.
NOTE: Meeting minimum requirements does not guarantee
acceptance.

NURSING TESTING INFORMATION

Applicants for the Practical Nursing and Associate Degree
Nursing Programs are required to take the COMPASS Test.
Applicants must achieve a score of 76 or higher on the
COMPASS Reading Examination (or related ACT Reading
score of 17 or higher). Students not meeting the 76
minimum score on the first attempt must seek advisement
regarding remediation. See COMPASS test dates under
Main Campus on preceding page. Applicants are allowed
only two attempts to achieve an acceptable COMPASS
score within a three-year period. For additional information,
contact the Nursing Department at 405-4495. COMPASS
or ACT scores must have been received within the last
three (3) years for consideration.

DISTANCE EDUCATION

It is highly recommended that students who are taking
distance education courses have a computer and Internet
access in their homes. The lack of Internet access and/or
the presence of technical difficulties do not constitute an
excuse for work to be accepted late.

Itis also highly recommended that students who are taking
a distance education course for the first time attend the
Online Orientation session offered at the beginning of each
term. Time and location are listed online.

All online courses require one on-campus assessment.
The date and time of each assessment will be

announced within each course.

Students who pre-register for courses and do not pay for
them will be removed from the system before the start of
regular registration.

The STARS System allows public two-year students in Alabama to obtain a Transfer Guide/Agreement for the major of their
choice. This guide/agreement, if used correctly, guides students through their first two years of coursework and prevents loss of
credit hours upon transfer to the appropriate public four-year university in Alabama. Although transfer guides/agreements can
only be printed for two-year to four-year transfers, the STARS system can still provide guidance and direction to transfer students
who have a different transfer situation.
